Operation

To use the attachment

1. Qperate the product at full throtiie'speed (or neardy
full throtile/=pead) with the brush resting on the
surface.

MNote: If is both tiring and unnecessary o i or hold
the brush above the surface when working.

2. When dearnng namow surfaces such as paths, the
product can be used so that it throws materals
siraight in front of you. f you wani to work on wider
surfaces, you may need to work at an angle so that
sfrands fiorm on one side. Strands comprising light
materials can be collected into one row or pile for
later remowal while hard or more bulky matenals may
need collecting in several strands.

3. Imorder to get into cormers, remove the splash guard
and lzosen the accessory coupling and rotate the
accessory half a tum.

WARNING: Rubbish will then be throwm
back towards the user. Use 3 lower
speed when reversing the product and
ramember that it is easy to trip ower.
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4. Heep a small working angle to the surface. Too lange
a2 waorking angle means the sweeper tends o maowe
towards you and you risk losing confrol of the
product.
